Recently, Quantum Foundation launched a new, 
complementary division, Palm Beach Venture Philanthropy 
(PBVP) with a mission to improve physical, social, and economic 
conditions in Palm Beach County’s underinvested communities. 

Members of the PBVP leadership include Quantum 
Foundation’s president, Eric Kelly, and Board of Trustees 
members, Daniel Alberttis, Michele Jacobs, Brian Kirkpatrick, 
Shaun McGruder, and William Meyer.

WHAT IS PALM BEACH VENTURE PHILANTHROPY?
Brian Kirkpatrick, Chair, Quantum Foundation Board of 
Trustees and PBVP 

PBVP is a groundbreaking venture philanthropy effort, 
aimed at creating catalytic change by developing solutions 
and sourcing capital to address persistent socio-economic 
challenges in Palm Beach County. PBVP complements 
traditional philanthropy by cultivating new partners, focusing 
on high-reward solutions, creating additional paths for impact, 
and more. Working in collaboration with its partners, PBVP 
leverages untapped resources to fund innovative community-
driven solutions that address the most pressing needs of our 
neighborhoods, building upon the strengths of traditional 
philanthropy. As new investment and philanthropic investors 
are coming to the area with greater focus on corporate social 
responsibility, PBVP is the vehicle to aggregate private, 
corporate, and philanthropic dollars to transform communities.

HOW WOULD YOU DESCRIBE PALM BEACH VENTURE 
PHILANTHROPY?
William Meyer, Quantum Foundation Board of Trustees 

PBVP is a supplement to our traditional grants. Its focus 
is on aggregating additional capital, risk-taking, system 
innovation, and scaling successful models. It amplifies 
common philanthropic impact in neighborhoods and across 
systems. This new model stacks and deploys capital to finance 
transformational community projects, which is different from 
funding one program at one local nonprofit organization. 
It’s a longer commitment to holistic community impact and 
collectively creates systemic change. 

A great example of an all-inclusive, systemic approach is 
PBVP’s role in launching Related Together, Related Southeast’s 
new private grantmaking foundation, and partnership with 
Stephen Ross’s $8 million gift to Palm Beach State College. The 
gift is earmarked to help students between seventh and 12th 
grade work toward postsecondary attendance, retention, and 
completion. We realize that interventions to promote quality 
education, healthcare, and other pillars need to come early in 
life for a person’s long-term success. 

WHAT ARE THE MOST COMPELLING REASONS            
PBVP IS NEEDED? 
Shaun McGruder, Quantum Foundation Board of Trustees 

There are so many incredible individuals and organizations 
working every day to improve the lives of others in our 
community. However, despite their best efforts, many of the 
underlying issues haven’t gone away — even with all the growth 
and prosperity that have come to our area over the years. We 
have to do something different. Our intention is for PBVP to 
address the root cause of systemic issues leading to disparate 
outcomes across housing, education, employment, and health. 

Take for instance the persistent challenges the Coleman 
Park neighborhood in West Palm Beach has faced, and the 
inexcusable life expectancy its residents experience. This 

neighborhood has the lowest life expectancy in Palm Beach County 
at just 67.8 years at birth. Our county’s average is 82.6 years! We 
understand life expectancy is the culmination of the factors and 
conditions a person experiences throughout their life. By partnering 
and improving conditions, we expect to make a meaningful impact 
on life expectancy in the neighborhoods that experience the lowest. 

WHAT PERSONAL AND PROFESSIONAL SKILLS DOES 
THIS LEADERSHIP BRING TO THE TABLE? 
Eric Kelly, Quantum Foundation President 

We are so fortunate to have a diverse and experienced 
committee. Daniel Alberttis, an advisor and investor, is adept 
in working with small and middle-market business as well as 
nonprofits. We are confident in his ability to strengthen our deep 
partner relationships that serve overlooked residents. He already 
works tirelessly to give them a healthier and happier life. 

Michele Jacobs brings decades of marketing and management 
knowledge – currently serving as the president and chief executive 
officer at the Economic Council of Palm Beach County. Her 
strategic leadership with council members to meet long-term goals, 
strategies, and plans to elevate business in the county has given her 
an in-depth look at the root issues behind the subsequent health 
factors that plague our communities. 

Quantum Foundation’s board chair, Brian Kirkpatrick, has a 
comprehensive understanding of how our grants help solve the 
upstream causes of adverse health outcomes while still supporting 
the critical basic needs that support health including food, clothing, 
housing, transportation, financial assistance, and other services. 
He also sees the need for calculated, long-term, and concentrated 
efforts versus temporary fixes. 

Shaun McGruder has lived in the Palm Beach area for 26 years 
and has expressed his firsthand account of the amazing changes 
within the community. Combined with his expertise in running a 
private equity fund, he has intimate and background knowledge 
to source and grow businesses for analyzing and prioritizing 
community needs. 

Finally, as a lawyer and successful real estate developer, William 
Meyer understands how to allocate capital effectively to maximize a 
return on investment. He has such a good grasp on how our return 
on investment is not money, but how effectively we have addressed 
and improved the social determinants of health in a particular 
neighborhood or community.

HOW WILL PBVP MEASURE ITS SUCCESS? WHAT ARE 
SOME OF ITS TARGETED OUTCOMES? 
Eric Kelly, Quantum Foundation President 

Success will be measured by executing and evaluating a 
pipeline of projects, in deep collaboration with the community and 
stakeholders, where PBVP can align projects with capital in real 
time. Through a shared vision, PBVP will also recognize and uplift 
the history and legacy of every neighborhood, which is critically 
important and lays the foundation for future success. The greatest 
outcomes will be demonstrated in our ability to ultimately replicate 
valuable investments in other deserving communities and inspire 
more stakeholders to join.

Now in its third decade of community investment, Quantum 
Foundation has assets of approximately $160 million. Since its 
inception, Quantum Foundation has awarded $175 million to 
hundreds of Palm Beach County nonprofit grantees. Every dollar the 
foundation grants stays in the county to benefit local communities.

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A CONVERSATION 
WITH...
Frank Marangos

Dr. Frank Marangos is the Director of Development and 
Communications for The Salvation Army of Palm Beach County 
and host of WJNO’s weekly radio Talk Show Frankly Speaking. After 
retiring from ecclesiastical leadership positions with the Greek Orthodox 
Archdiocese of America, and prior to assuming his current position with 
The Army, he founded OINOS Educational Services dedicated to offering 
strategic planning and a variety of innovative fundraising solutions to 
universities, churches, and nonprofit institutions in America.

WHY DID YOU CREATE FRANKLY SPEAKING?
Frankly Speaking was inspired by the charitable work provided by 

the dedicated officers, staff and volunteers of The Salvation Army of 
Palm Beach County. It did not take long after I assumed my current 
position to learn that the organization is more than Red Kettle Christmas                   
bell-ringers. In fact, as the fourth largest nonprofit organization in 
America, according to Forbes, The Salvation Army has been providing 
numerous programs and services to those in need in the South Florida 
community without discrimination for over 98 years. When iHeart Media 
invited me to consider hosting a local radio program, Frankly Speaking 
was created to more widely share the impactful story of The Salvation 
Army’s charitable work. 

WHAT TOPICS DO YOU DISCUSS ON YOUR RADIO 
PROGRAM? 

Frankly Speaking became a reality because of a generous grant from 
the Leandro P. Rizutto Foundation. In addition, when they heard about 
the radio show —  the Laura and Isaac Perlmutter Foundation and the 
Claudia and Nelson Peltz Foundation offered to become Major Funders. 
Because all three of these local donor families have previously supported 
the Army’s charitable programs, they enthusiastically accepted the 
invitation to help tell the organization’s story to a broader audience.

Each week, I focus on the story and mission of The Salvation Army by 
discussing a societal issue that affects the nonprofit’s programs in Palm 
Beach County. An interview follows with a staff member, civic leader, 
donor, or volunteer. Representatives from other nonprofits are also 
invited as guests to discuss areas of potential collaboration. The program 
concludes with a select quote from William Booth, who along with his 
wife, Catherine, founded The Salvation Army in 1865. 

HOW HAS THE COVID PANDEMIC IMPACTED THE PROGRAMS 
AND SERVICES OF THE SALVATION ARMY?

Thanks to the generosity and dedication of its donors and volunteers, 
The Salvation Army of Palm Beach County has been able to maintain its 
existing programs and services and to appropriately assist individuals 
and local families affected by the COVID pandemic in the greater Palm 
Beach community. In fact, thanks to two matching grants from the 
Laura and Isaac Perlmutter Foundation and the Claudia and Nelson 
Peltz Foundation, over $300,000 was raised after Thanksgiving on Giving 
Tuesday!

During the Christmas season, over 14 noted restaurants partnered 
with local foundations, major donors, media outlets, and corporate 
sponsors to host COVID-compliant dining experiences for us. Thanks 
to these holiday dinners, nearly 17,000 toys and gifts were opened on 
Christmas morning by local children through The Salvation Army’s 
Angel Tree program. In addition, even with a limited number of only                          

40 locations, $140,000 was collected through The Salvation Army’s 
signature Red Kettle system. 

WHAT OTHER SERVICES AND PROGRAMS ARE YOU 
RESPONSIBLE FOR RAISING FUNDS?

I am responsible for inspiring volunteers and raising financial subsidies 
for 12 primary programs and services. Apart from tutoring, character 
building, camping, and athletic programs for youth, Salvation Army of 
Palm Beach County provides Disaster Relief Services, Emergency Housing 
for Families, and Food Assistance to low-income families and struggling 
households. The organization also provides a safe house and assistance to 
victims of Human Trafficking, and helps Federal offenders transition back 
into society. In addition, we offer a Residential Veteran Services Program 
that provides a safe and secure environment and individualized case 
management to homeless veterans. 

It has truly been a privilege to serve as the Director of Development 
and Communications for The Salvation Army. I am continually amazed and 
humbled by the outpouring of financial support and the collaborative ethos 
of the local community that provides the volunteers and resources to help 
us maintain our humanitarian efforts during the current health pandemic. 
May God bless their love and unselfish generosity!

Dr. Marangos holds a Doctorate in Adult Education (Ed.D.) from NOVA 
Southeastern University (Ft. Lauderdale), and a Doctorate in Ministry and 
Early Education (D.Min.) from Southern Methodist University (Dallas, TX). 
In addition to being a Fellow in Charitable Estate Planning (FCEP), he is a 
sanctioned Practitioner of Myers-Briggs Instruments. Marangos has taught 
courses at several universities and is US Certified Distance Learning Leader.

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MARTIN FRITSCHES, PRESIDENT,
ROLLS-ROYCE MOTOR CARS AMERICAS is...

Martin Fritsches was appointed President of Rolls-Royce 
Motor Cars North America on September 1, 2018. Fritsches 
joined Rolls-Royce in 2018 as Vice President of Sales for the 
Americas region, responsible for sales planning and operations, 
including the marque’s 44 dealers in the Americas, the largest 
region for Rolls-Royce Motor Cars globally.

Prior to joining Rolls-Royce, Fritsches held a number of 
senior positions at BMW Group in Sales, Marketing and Dealer 
Development in Argentina, Brazil and Germany. In 2012, 
Fritsches was appointed Sales Director for the BMW brand in 
the Brazilian market. In this role, he worked in multiple areas 
including optimization of the dealer network, working with 
the BMW Brazil manufacturing plant that launched in 2014, 
strengthening the BMW M offering, and boosting the pre-owned 
business. Mr. Fritsches originally joined the BMW Group in 1999 
in Argentina. Since then, he has accumulated an extensive, well-
rounded background over nearly 20 years. 

Martin Fritsches spent some time with Palm Beach Society 
Magazine at the Palm Beach International Boat Show where the 
new Rolls-Royce Ghost and Cullinan Black Badge were on display 
in partnership with Worth Avenue Yachts.

TELL US ABOUT THE NEW GHOST MODEL FOR 2021.
The new Ghost is our most recent launch after the Cullinan 

two years ago. It is a car that has been both redesigned and 
redefined. It is powered by a 6.75-liter twin-turbo V12 engine 
producing 563 horsepower at 5000 rpm and 627-lb-ft of torque at 
1600 rpm. The Ghost chassis is built on Rolls-Royce’s aluminum 
architecture, know as the Architecture of Luxury, and was first 
used for the Phantom and then the Cullinan SUV. The luxurious 
interior continues to feature the finest leather, metal, and open 
pore wood. You can feel it, but the most important thing is the 
design itself, which comes from a post-opulence approach that is 
more understated, not so flashy and with cleaner, softer lines. It 
has some key features such as the Illuminated Fascia, which is an 
extension of the Starlight Headliner, combination LED and laser 
headlights, as well as a four-camera system with panoramic view.
